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    There are times when we are so worried 

about change that we seem to simply be-
lieve that change is a bad thing.  Well, this 

is a season of change and I think this sea-

son serves notice to us that many changes 
are not only desirable but good! I am 

watching a disappearing snow pile (by the 
time you read this – a gone snow pile), 

and grass that is free of snow and chang-
ing color!  There is even a bright yellow 

orb in the sky more frequently. Sweater 
vests are staying in the closet!

     These things are changes that I have 
confidence are good changes.

Social Concerns . . . 

Cause of the Month - April 

SUDAN - South Sudan Water Project 

South Sudan is in need?  Will you help out? 

2.5 million people in Upper Nile and Jonglei States of South Sudan have no reliable source of 

clean drinking water.  The only available water is either unsafe or seasonal water and because 

of this, the communities end up leading a mobile type of life depending upon the season. 

The topographical landscape is generally flat and so the only way water can be accessed is by 

constructing bore-holes or wells and ponds for the communities.  If this is achieved, it will: 

 Enable people to lead a more settled and stable life in these villages. 

 Promote peace through settlement of the people around the wells. 

 Boost and empower the population economically and socially. 

Expand and promote access to education once the communities have settled. 

 

South Sudan Water Project and Development Organization, a non-profit organization 

founded by a group of Sudanese immigrants in Nebraska who decided to take on this initiative 

in order to give a sustainable healthy and meaningful life to their people back home in South     

Sudan.  South Sudan has been a battle ground for years.  As the refugees have tried to return 

home, the scarcity of a reliable water supply has been a critical issue on the basis of human 

needs in Southern Sudan. 

In the past two years this organization, with the support of many individuals and congregations 

have been able to reach out to a number of villages in South Sudan.  Last year we were able to 

drill 8 bore-holes in various villages where there was no reliable drinking water. 

The only problem is that women have to stand in line many hours waiting for a jerry jar of    

water [about 4-5 gallons] and then carry it back to their homes for their family and animals. 

Last year, we decided that we needed to do more to help out areas where there is a larger con-

centration of people and to erect a water tower with a larger well with a generator and electric 

pump to provide water to a greater number of people. 

Thanks to the generosity of many, this year we have been able to complete a water tower with 

generator and pump in a more populated village of Lanken plus two more boreholes in two 

smaller villages.  Yes the expenses went up dramatically [$60,000 for the water tower compared 

to $14,000 for just a bore-hole), but we found it worth it.  Yes, they will still have to come to the 

water tower for their water but they will not have to stand in line all those hours to get their 

water via hand-pumps with just a bore-hole. 

Next year we hope to continue with another project with a water tower and generator facility in 

another village in the Upper Nile State. 

On April 11th, Rev. Paul Peterson, will be here for our  April Temple Talk, and share more           

information with us.
