“Stewardship Say So …”  

Stewardship Odds and Ends 

Along with the usual hustle and bustle of the Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s holidays, it’s been a busy time 

for the Stewardship Committee these past few months as we’ve presented our annual drive in two parts: one for time and 

talents and one for financial gifts. I’d like to take the opportunity with this article to update you on some things related to 

our drive. 

 

Time and talents. We had a great response from the congregation back in November when we asked you to fill out and 

return sheets indicating how you would like to share your time and talents in 2009. One of the things that we stressed 

leading up to the annual drive was that nearly all standing committees could use more members. Perhaps as a result of 

that communication, a good number of you indicated that you may be interested in joining one of the committees. We 

also had a good response to many other opportunities listed on the sheets.  

 

I shared your time and talents information with the church council at our December meeting. If you haven’t already been 

contacted about your time and talent choices and you think you should have been by now (such as for an activity that 

starts soon), please let someone on the Stewardship Committee know, and we can get you in touch with the right people.  

 

If you’re interested in attending a committee meeting to learn more about what that group does, you can check with the 

chairperson to find out the time of the next meeting (in case it’s different than all-committee night). The chairs are listed 

in the church bulletin, though a few of the names may change by the time you read this, as we will have had our annual 

meeting.  

 

Financial gifts. At our financial gifts presentation on January 11, we asked all of you to take a few moments to think 

about and plan your giving to the church for the coming year. Some of you also shared the information with our commit-

tee so we could compile it in aggregate form to give the council an idea of what giving will look like in 2009. The results 

from that Sunday were estimated totals of $47,150 in giving to the General Fund, and $3,360 to the Building/Capital 

Fund. These totals don’t yet include any estimates we might receive after January 11.  

 

Thank you for your generous giving in 2008. We’re off to a strong start with the first two weeks of this year, as well.   

 

Coming next. Lent begins the last week of February. Remember that the standing committees will be preparing deli-

cious meals for you prior to each Lenten service. The good will offerings that we collect at these meals are used to help 

the missions of ALC. We hope you’ll come early for the good food and fellowship.
