Stewardship Odds and Ends 

 

We have several things to tell you about for stewardship this month, including a service project that we first 

tried out last year and now have the opportunity to make an annual event. 

 

Lincoln Paint-A-Thon. Last August a team of volunteers from American Lutheran painted a house for a 

deserving Lincoln couple as part of the Lincoln Paint-A-Thon project. This was a citywide effort that in-

volved 900 volunteers painting a total of 31 homes. (It took 448 gallons of paint and 169 tubes of caulk!) 

Itôs time to sign up for the 2009 project, and I hope we can get even more people involved this time around. 

I think that those who participated last year would tell you it was a rewarding experience. I personally en-

joyed working side by side with others in my church family, and I got to know them a little bit better, too.  

The deadline for team signup is Friday, June 5. We will be prepping a house on Saturday, August 1 and 

painting it on Saturday, August 8. If you havenôt already signed up by the time you read this article, please 

consider doing so. We had 10 people express interest in this project when they filled out their time and tal-

ent sheets in the fall, and we need at least that many to field a team.  

There is a signup sheet in the Narthex for the Paint-A-Thon. If youôre able, I hope youôll join us for this fun 

and worthy cause. 

 

 ñMy Offeringò Cards. We have added some ñMy Offeringò cards to the pews on the suggestion of one of 

our members, who had seen something similar done at another Lincoln congregation.  

There are many ways to make a financial contribution to American Lutheran. If you make yours on a peri-

odic basis such as monthly or annually, or if you use as automated method such as Simply Giving, we invite 

you to place one of these new cards in the offering plate when it is passed.

ANGEL FOOD NETWORK 

Angel food Ministries is a non-profit, non-denominational organization dedicated to providing grocery relief 
and financial support to communities throughout the United States.  The program began in 1994 with 34 
families in Monroe, Georgia (between Atlanta and Athens), and has grown to serve hundreds of thousands of 
families every month across 35 states.  Angel food Ministries crosses denominational lines and has spread 
the good new of the gospel of Christ through salvation tracts that are placed in each food order. 

BLESSING BY THE BOX 

Angel food is available in a quantity that can fit into a medium-ǎƛȊŜŘ ōƻȄ ŀǘ Ϸол ǇŜǊ ǳƴƛǘΦ  9ŀŎƘ ƳƻƴǘƘΩǎ ƳŜƴǳ 
is different than the previous month and consists of both fresh and frozen items with an average retail value 
of approximately $60.  Comparison shopping has been done across the country in various communities using 
a wide range of retail stores and has resulted in the same food items costing from between $42 and $78. 

Generally, one unit of food assists in feeding a family of four for about one week or a single senior citizen for 
almost a month.  The food is all the same high quality one could purchase at a grocery store.  There are no 
secondhand items, no damaged or out-dated goods, no dented cans without labels, no day-old breads and 
no produce that is almost too ripe. 

Also offered are specialty boxes such as steaks, chicken and pork.  Many participants in this bonus program 
appreciate the expanded choices.  Additionally, there is no limit to the number of units or bonus foods an in-
dividual can receive, and there are no applications to complete or qualifications to which participants must 
adhere.  Angel Food Ministries also participates in the U.S. Food Stamp program, using the Off-Line Food 
Stamp Voucher system. 

IT’S BOTH A BARGAIN AND A BLESSING! 

Orders and distribution are handled by church host sites.  Orders are collected by the host sites during the 
first part of each month.  These orders are then turned in to the Angel Food main office in Monroe, Georgia, 
on a predetermined date.  Several days later, in the same month, the host site either pick up the food from
