WONDER WORKERS

I continue to be amazed at the amount of work being
done in our congregation — and especially so with re-
gard to the relative size of our church. There will be
no attempt to make a list of the things that are going
on here; even though that might be valuable consider-
ing the goodly number of people who will be joining
our part of the Body of Christ in the near future. Even
so, I will need to mention some because they reflect
the situation as it is within our church, and that situa-
tion is the same as it is in other places!

Even though it is easy to accept the situation as nor-
mal because everybody does it; I would encourage us
to find a way to be exceptional! We are exceptional in
many ways, and I would like this to be one more way.
I would like us to double the normal ration of mem-
bers to workers! The average percentage of people
actively involved in making any organization operate
well is about 1 to 5. That is to say for every single
person working hard in the church, there are about
five people who will let them.

With the 20% we have in the worker category we
have been getting some wondrous things done. They
have really been wonder workers of notoriety during
this time without a music or education director. Sun-
day School is ending for another year, and the staff
has done wonderfully. VBS is picking up steam, and
it looks to be good, too. Worship has been accompa-
nied twice a week at least! Choirs have sung, praise
teams have expanded, paraments have changed, meals
on Wheels served, and on and on goes the list of
things that get done! When new challenges or oppor-
tunities arise, we have people step forward to take
them on and get them done!

This is marvelous in my eyes, and [ want to com-
mend the incredible people who have been taking care
of the Lord's business in these ways through American
Lutheran Church! In recent weeks, I have noticed in-
creasing signs of burn- out and/or over extension in
the ranks of our wonder workers! I say thank you a

lot; but I can’t say it enough for all they do. Besides,
that there comes a point when thank yous simply are
not enough to cover the exhaustion!

Saying thank you does not take away the pressure!
Picking up on the tasks by some one else is a far more
effective choice than just putting our name on a thank
you card with the other four who watch is being ac-
complished in amazement! Of course thank you cards
are not important; but that act of kindness won’t have
any effect on the loads that others carry!

As your pastor, | really desire to have people take
on their mission responsibility with great zest! That
makes everybody happy! When we take something on
because it has to be done and nobody else wants to do
it, zestfulness is seldom a result! Enthusiasm will
most likely be displaced by drudgery and a feeling that
this is just one more thing that I have to do! Though I
am a big fan of doing your duty, I am not a fan of
dreadful duty!

Certainly, there are times when we have to do
something we dread; but unless there is something
wrong with us, we are very seldom going to do those
things with joy in our hearts! We may well experi-
ence growth in accomplishing what we dread; but, it
will most likely be painful to some degree or another.
At the same time, there is likely to be another person
from our midst who would love to do what we find
overwhelming in the midst of the great number of
other involvements!

We are soon to take in another group of new mem-
bers, and I am looking forward to welcoming them
into the mission of our congregation! With this in-
crease in our part of the Body of Christ, we will have
both new responsibilities and resources. To make the
best of these things, I would encourage us to work on
changing the previously mentioned ratio of 1 to S to a
ration of 1 to 4 or even better yet of 1 to 3. Then what
is already amazing in our wonder workers would
move into fantastic!

Let us serve Christ in greater percentages so that we
can say thank you to more people and decrease the
burden on our wonder workers while increasing their
numbers!

Clinic With A Heart

Our Mission

A faith-inspired organization, Clinic with a Heart serves the uninsured and underinsured through a ministry of
health care. Our volunteers provide free health care with hospitality, dignity and grace. As part of our commitment
to our patients we serve as a gateway to other Human Service agencies helping them in finding an appropriate
health care home.

Our History

Clinic with a Heart (CWAH) is the story of a medical mission to Mexico turning into a medical mission at home. In
2002, a team from St. Mark's United Methodist church went on a mission trip to Reynosa, Mexico, providing tem-
porary medical care to the poor at a Mexican dump sight. The trip planted a seed with the teaifwe can do this

in Mexico, why candt we do this in our own backyard
along with community volunteers opened the first oC
they cared for 19 patients in collaboration with Lincoln Action Program. The free wailk clinic is staffed by medi-

cal and nonmedical volunteers and paid for with community donations.

Today, each clinic is sponsored by a local church which provides a portion of the financial and volunteer support.
The sponsoring church's clinic night becomes their mission. We now have seven clinics a month, in four locations,
sponsored by seven different churches. The clinics provide medical, dental, physical therapy, vision services, chiro-
practic care and mental health referral.

Our Results

Clinic with a Heart volunteers have provided many community residerifREE urgent medical care. Services are
provided by volunteers throughout the community and frontocal churches.Clinic with a Heart is staffed by medi-
cal and nonmedical volunteers.Volunteer positionsinclude: physicians, physician assistants, nurses, nurse practi-
tioners, chiropractors, dentists, physical therapists, pharmacists, and lab technicians, clerical/ administration and
clinic night support. Interpreters are provided for the patients who are better able to communicate in languages
other than English. Interpreters have been utilized for more thai4 different languages.

Medications are provided either at Clinic with a Heart through their thouse pharmacy or the patient is given a

script to Wal-Mart for filling. On occasion, if patients require further treatment; they are referred to physicians who
provide the treatment at no cost or at a reduced rate. Personal care items, such as toothbrushes, toothpaste, sham-
poo and bath soap are donated by organizations throughout the community and are given to each patient during
clinic to aid in maintaining a healthy lifestyle.

From the first clinic night, when19 people received care, Clinic with a Heart volunteers continue to "have a heart to
serve others." On averages0 to 60 patients are cared for during thé@our and a halfthe clinic is open for urgent
medical care.As the need for healthcare among low income and refugee populations increase, we continually look
for volunteersand community financial supporterso help us in meeting the medical needs of our community
friends.
