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 As I write this article, we do not yet have the      

Director of Music position filled.  I hope that is a 

hint about how early I did this article; because 

by the time you get to read it (assuming you do 

read it), I hope we will have had one on board 

for almost a month!  I decided to write this 

while we were in the throes of the search; be-

cause I am thinking about things very fresh in 

my mind that will not be fresh if I wait that long 

to write them down.  The downside of doing it 

this early is that something else may arise that 

needs to be addressed a month from now! 

  I do not know if the new director will be male 

or female; but I do know there will be a tempta-

tion to let “George(ia)” do it. –As long as 

“George(ia)” does it my way!  Once we relax 

after filling a staff person, there is a temptation 

to pass the buck of involvement to that person!  

Perhaps, we do it because we are relieved.  

Maybe we pass it on; because we only stepped 

in for the short term.  It is conceivable that we 

may not like the way the new person works in 

the position.  It’s possible that we may feel in-

timidated by the skill level the person brings to 

their calling here -  (nah, that’s not too likely 

here)!  There are all manner of reasons we have 

be hesitant to be fully helpful to the individual! 

   

   I call on us to resist whatever rationale we 

might use to let “George(ia)” do it, if that 

means “George(ia)” will be expected to do it 

alone!  We will need to let the new person lead 

the task to which we call him/her.  But there are 

many of us who have strengths to contribute, 

that will help the mission of our congregation to 

be stronger – no matter who fills the staff posi-

tion!  There will be newness.  Some of it may 

seems so new that it will feel strange; or it 

might even feel familiar enough to feel like a 

rut! 

   One of the things that has been obvious over 

the years and through the many individuals I 

have been blessed and/or challenged to work 

with is that each and every one of them, without 

a single exception, have added something to 

the mission and cause of Christ!  Some added a 

whole lot, and some made minimal contribu-

tions – as far as I could tell!  GOD knows for 

sure!  It is even possible that some of them de-

tracted more than they added.  Nevertheless, I 

am thankful for those who GOD sends to part-

ner in the work and mission of Christ! 

     The one thing that will advance the mission 

of our congregation in the great mission of 

Christ is for each of us to look for those won-

drous (and they are wondrous) opportunities 

GOD gives each one of us to share in the work!  

It is a pity when we downplay the part GOD has 

given us by thinking that it is not such an impor-

tant part. 

   I love St. Paul’s imagery of the human body as 

a symbol for the body of Christ.  I think we can 

relate to it in the way that he says it, and we are 

blessed with an even more detailed under-

standing of the work of the human body.  We 

are able to recognize not only the importance 

of the big noticeable things; but we know about 

those minute things that we can not see.       

     We know that even though it takes a micro-

scope to see them, we will not survive without 

them!  Infections will immobilize and finally kill 

them if those time white cells do not do their 

job!   

   When George(ia) comes on board may we all 

– the white cells, arms, legs, head, hearts, 

lungs,    etc. all be doing our job; so that he/she 

can be empowered to do his/hers.  AMEN!
