ENDING THE START

When something happens so consistently,
when can we be sure that it is not something that
would became so familiar that it is not worth doing
any longer? When young people see things differ-
ently, for too long a period of time, we experience a
gap in the generations which we often use to avoid
taking their new interests seriously. That is a mis-
take — even if there is not such a big difference in
perceptions!

The mistake is that our ability to communicate is
seriously depleted! Things that we need to say to
each other, things that we need each other to un-
derstand, and things that build us and each other
up, simply remain uncompleted and what should
flow easily between and among us; simply get
dammed up and eventually break out in destructive

ways!

This Is the month wherein much of our nation
celebrates people who have enhanced their skills at
communicating by way of graduations. Pre-school,
kindergarten, 8th grade, high school, college, grad
school, seminary, etc. etc. It is a good thing for us
to do, and since we recognize that so universally,
we try to get everybody in on the celebration in
some way or another. It is recognized as ending the
start —getting ready for the future!

This month, we will even be celebrating confir-
mation for a couple of our young people here at
American Lutheran church. Over the years that
has come to kind of be understood as a sort of
graduation; so I know it may be pointless to fight
that perception; but I will try to do it anyway.
There is a pastor’s joke about a sure-fire way of get-
ting rid of bats in the bell tower. All you have to do
is go up there and confirm them; then they will be
gone!

The only reason that is funny at all, is that for
many people, confirmation is seen as graduation
form Sunday School and by extension a graduation
from church. This is a bit off target; because it is a
preparation rather than a graduation. When I first

started my ministry, I called this process of educa-
tion, “Training In Discipleship” in order to empha-
size its purpose was to prepare us for a lifelong in-
volvement in being a disciple of Jesus.

Throughout my long pastoral career, I have been
blessed to share a great deal of time in helping
young people formulate and grow in their faith
stance, and in their ability to express their faith.
Clearly, that endeavor has met with widely varying
levels of success! Some have remained actively
involved in their church. I don’t think any ever be-
came clergy. Many have become members of coun-
cil. I know one became an M.D. Many have gone
away from active involvement in the church. It is
these for whom my heart aches!

Though I recognize there are many blessings out
there of which we can take advantage, the bless-
ings we are able to see as coming directly from our
relationship with GOD will provide more for our
“life” than most if not all the other options that are
out there for us to pursue! It may be that this is
easier to see for pastors than it is for others to be
able to note, and if that is the case, it is important
for me to draw it to your attention. I suspect, how-
ever, that it is just as noticeable for others; but
time constraints for many prevent this discovery!

As we think about starting over again, anew, it
would prove to benefit us if we took the time to look
for the GOD option in the things we choose to do;
while we come into a season of the year when we
often have some extra time. There will be a lot of
pressure to do other things in our society of reck-
less abandon; but I ask us, the people of American
Lutheran Church, to spend a good deal of time dur-
ing this season of recreation being people of crea-
tion instead. Create ways to be involved in the
cause of Christ during the summer months and on
into the fall; so that when our time of relaxation is
over, we have not become lax in doing the work of
Christ to which we were called in our confirmation
oath. The work of GOD is a tremendous habit and
it brings incredible doses of blessings the more we
are involved in it.

In the cause of Christ, be involved — even after the
day of your confirmation.
